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Have you ever found yourself declaring “God’s standard for my life is impossible?”

Do you become frustrated because the only consistent thing in your life is failure
concerning your feeble attempts to follow Him? Listen, as our Sunday school lessons
have discussed these last several weeks; God gave us His law not only for a Holy
standard but also to reveal our impotence! Why would He do that? The teachings from
The Sermon on the Mount from Jesus in Matthew chapter 5 seem to even elevate the
standards expected of me! If | look at a woman with lust in my heart, then | am guilty of
the offense of adultery! If | have unresolved anger in my heart toward someone, then |
have committed murder! Love those who hate me! Why would God be so cruel as to set standards that | will never attain?
The answer lies in verse 3, the very first verse of the discourse in chapter 5; The NLT says “God blesses those who are
poor and realize their need for Him, for the Kingdom of Heaven is theirs.” Do we really understand what Jesus is teaching
here? The NASB translation states “Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the Kingdom of Heaven.” The “poor” that
Jesus is speaking of is not monetary! He is referring to our state of mind because of our inability in the flesh. When we as
true disciples and followers of Christ finally come to the place of brokenness and simply confess “Lord | can’t do this” then
the blessing from God comes amidst the frustration and hopelessness. His power and faithfulness comes to fruition in our
weakest moments. Remember what God told the apostle Paul in 2™ Corinthians 12:9 “But he said to me,

"My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness." Therefore | will boast all the more
gladly of my weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may rest upon me.”

In | Thessalonians 2:12, we are exhorted to “walk in a manner worthy of the God who calls
you into His own kingdom and glory."

They, too, were people with
heartbreaks, sordid pasts, imperfect home lives, and many struggles, but God used them in mighty ways, just as He wants to
use you.
